he Huntingdon Academy of Music is a new and exciting program available to pre-college and adult learners throughout

the Montgomery region.

Offering private instruction in a number of instruments and voice, students will enjoy interacting with an excellent faculty in an
outstanding space. Huntingdon College’s Smith Music Hall has been and will continue to be a centrally located facility for
individual instruction, concerts, student recitals, and classroom instruction in music. Additionally, Smith will continue to be a focal
point for important local music events, such as the Blount-Slawson Young Artist Concerto Competition, and AMTA, Boykin, and
Guild auditions.

Mission

The Mission of the Huntingdon Academy of Music is to offer pre-college and adult students in the Montgomery region excellence

in music instruction, providing students an environment conducive to musical learning, growth, and maturity.

The Huntingdon Academy of Music offers:

* anartistic and professionally accomplished faculty;

* an environment which encourages student participation in performance opportunities and in auditions and competitions
sponsored by local, state and regional music organizations;

*  availability of musicianship classes and technology which enhances development of musical skills; and

*  superior instructional and recital facilities and instruments.

Assisting Huntingdon music majors desirous of a career in teaching, our faculty will mentor student teachers as they themselves
begin to teach through the Academy. During this experience, student teachers will deepen their knowledge of music while
simultaneously increasing their awareness of music as a vocation and providing an invaluable service to the church and the

community.

Policies

All new students must be auditioned/interviewed before the first lesson. There is a $25 one-time registration fee for new students.
Students are not guaranteed immediate placement with a teacher; if teachers have a full load, then students may be added to our

waiting list.

Requests for specific private teachers are honored whenever possible. If a change of teachers is desired, this must be discussed
with the current teacher.

Fees for lessons are determined by the individual instructor. However, all students will pay tuition, in advance, for lessons on a
monthly basis and the tuition will be the same each month for that teacher. The tuition is due at the 15¢ lesson of each month,
payable to the instructor. A late fee of $10 will be charged any student not paying by the 10™ of any given month. In general,
lessons will extend from late August through May. Some months may have two lessons and some may have five; the payment due
each month is the same, as the number of total lessons for the year is divided equally by the number of teaching months in the

year.



If a student must miss a lesson, the teacher must be notified as far in advance as possible. Faculty members ate not required to
reschedule lessons cancelled by students; however, lessons or classes cancelled by faculty members will be rescheduled. A teacher
may optionally elect to reschedule a lesson missed by a student, time permitting. If a student must miss, it is also possible that the
student may be able to exchange a lesson time with another student that week so that no one gets behind. Each teacher may elect
to distribute a teaching schedule with phone numbers of all students in his/her studio to help implement that plan.

Evaluation by outside sources is considered beneficial and all students enrolled at the Academy are required to participate in
auditions (such as those sponsored by the Alabama Music Teachers Association) appropriate to their instrument or voice. If no
such audition exists in your performance area, an evaluator will be brought in to the school to give a written adjudication (jury).

All such auditions will involve a nominal fee, which the student must pay.

Each teacher is encouraged to have students perform in annual or semi-annual recitals. The use of the recital hall and piano

tuning is free, but must be scheduled long in advance.

Students of advanced levels who wish to compete are encouraged to participate in the Music Teachers National Association

competition, area concerto competitions, and other events that you and your teacher deem appropriate.

Please note:
* the academic teaching calendar is available separately from this document

* students will not be allowed to engage in running or other disruptive and possibly dangerous activities in the building or while
on campus

* the rights of Huntingdon students come first regarding use of practice rooms and facilities; Academy students should not
assume that practice rooms for warm-up will be available before and after lessons. Any regular practice Academy
students attempt will be assessed a monthly practice room charge.
